OhioHealth is dedicated to serving the communities it serves through its Community Benefit. In fiscal year 2022, 
OhioHealth provided a total of $405.2 million of Community Benefit, comprising $108 million charity care, $221.8 
million net unreimbursed cost of Medicaid programs, $61.2 million net unreimbursed cost of medical education, $0.8 
million subsidized health services, $9.9 million community health services, $3.3 million cash and in-kind contributions, 
and $0.2 million research (OhioHealth, 2022; OhioHealth, 2015-2023). 

The Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act of 2010 requires not-for-profit hospitals to conduct a community 
health needs assessment (CHNA) once every three years (Internal Revenue Service, 2021). The OhioHealth Van 
Wert Hospital collaborated with the Van Wert County General Health District and various community stakeholders to 
identify significant community health needs in Van Wert County, prioritize these significant health needs, and 
determine Van Wert Hospital’s alignment with Ohio’s 2020-2022 State Health Improvement Plan (SHIP). The 
community stakeholder meeting was held on June 12, 2023, 9:00 AM-11:30 AM through Microsoft Teams. 
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OhioHealth Van Wert Hospital partnered with OhioHealth Community Health Partnerships in conducting the 
community stakeholder meetings that identified the significant community health needs affecting Van Wert County, 
prioritize these needs, and identify which significant health needs align with Ohio’s 2020-2022 State Health 
Improvement Plan. 

The prioritized significant health needs that were identified by the community stakeholders include the following: 

(a) Mental health and addiction – include (a) increases in mental health needs among residents of
community shelters (YWCA) and schools, (b) access to mental health needs among the youth
population, and (c) increase in domestic violence.

(b) Chronic disease –include (a) overweight and obesity.

(c) Maternal, Infant and Child Health – include (a) need to improve the hospital and community clinic
cross-referrals for mothers and their babies to increase access to education, shelter and community
resources, and (b) teen pregnancy.

(d) Access to care – include (a) awareness of community resources, (b) telehealth expansion, (c) improve
recruitment and retention of dentists, (d) improve recruitment and retention of physicians, (e) access to
women’s health services, and (f) access to addiction services.

(e) Social Determinants of Health – include (a) food insecurity among children in poverty, (b) affordable
housing and homelessness and awareness of the problem, (c) access to transportation especially for
out-of-town appointments.

 Van Wert Foot and Ankle Care (Personalized Podiatric Care)  Board-certified foot and ankle
specialists (podiatrists) provide personalized treatments for (i) foot and ankle disorders, (ii) trauma, (iii)
deformities, (iv) common fractures, (v) sprains, (vi) nail disorders, (vii) foot conditions related to
diabetes. Medical exams, magnetic resonance imaging, computed tomography. Medical and health

to remove bony, abnormal prominence on the inside of the foot near the big toe, (vii) tendon repair

G  2.  Creation of the OhioHealth Van Wert Hospital list of community 
stakeholders 

Paula Stabler, MSN, RN, Chief Nursing Officer and Vice President of the OhioHealth Van Wert Hospital led the 
creation of community stakeholders who will be invited to the Prioritization of Health Needs Meeting that was held on 
June 12 2023. The community stakeholder list includes persons and organizations that serve the broad interests of the 
community as defined by the Internal Revenue Service (Internal Revenue Service, n.d.). The comprehensive list of 
community stakeholders who were invited in the Prioritization of Significant Health Needs meeting on June 12, 2023 
are presented in Appendix C. The representative from the Van Wert County General Health District (Health 
Department), Health Commissioner Daryl Dowdy has knowledge, information, or expertise relevant to the health needs 
of the community.

G  3.  Invitation to community stakeholders to attend the OhioHealth Van Wert 
Hospital Prioritization of health needs meeting 

On May 11, 2023, Dr. Abiado and Paula Stabler, Chief Nursing Officer and Vice President of Van Wert Hospital 
sent a letter of invitation to various community stakeholders to review the health and social determinants of health data 
for Van Wert County compared to the State of Ohio. Dr. Abiado and Paula Stabler also sent to the invitees the Van 
Wert County profile that was created by the Ohio Department of Development (Ohio Department of Development, n.d.). 
Dr. Abiado and Paula Stabler requested the community stakeholders to submit by June 5, 2023 their assessments of 
the significant health needs in Van Wert County based on the data summaries and their experiences in serving the 
people of Van Wert County.

Community stakeholders identified significant health needs in Van Wert County based through email from May 11, 
2023 to June 5, 2023 and during stakeholder discussion during the June 12, 2023 Prioritization of Health Needs 
meeting that was hosted by the OhioHealth Van Wert Hospital.

These outcomes data demonstrates clearly that OhioHealth Van Wert Hospital, 
together with its affiliated outpatient facilities have served significant number of children and youth patients for various 
health and wellness needs. It is noteworthy that the OhioHealth Van Wert Health center and Van Wert Medical 
Offices served the greatest number of children and youth up to age 17 for various medical, health and wellness 
needs (Table 42). 

Specifically, OhioHealth Van Wert Hospital is reporting the count of unduplicated children and youth patients up 
to age 17 years with obesity diagnoses who received health care services and/or education on healthy behaviors 
during Fiscal Years 2022 and 2023 (Tables 43 to 44).  The count of patient’s corresponding admission or visits are 
also presented for Fiscal Years 2020 and 2023 (Tables 43 to 44). Obesity is defined as a body mass index (BMI) at 
or above the 95th percentile of the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention sex-specific body mass index-for-age 
growth charts (Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, 2023).  During Fiscal Years 2022 and 2023, the 
OhioHealth Van Wert Health Center served the greatest number of children and youth up to age 17 (Tables 43 to 
44).

Based on the Youth Risk Behavior Survey conducted among high school students from Ohio, (Centers for 
Disease Control and Prevention, n.d.), data on fruit or vegetable consumption among high school students showed a 
decline in percent of students who did not eat fruit or vegetables (Table 49). This suggests a promising trend in Ohio, 
which  demonstrates that high school students were becoming more informed about the importance of healthy 
nutrition, including the consumption of fruits and vegetables. Data on fruit and vegetable consumption among middle 
school students in Ohio were not available in 2019 and 2021 (Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, n.d.). 

Based on the Youth Risk Behavior Survey (Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, n.d.), middle school 
students from Ohio showed an increasing trend of lack of physical activity from 2019 to 2021 (Table 50). On the other 
hand , high school students from Ohio were more physically active in 2021 compared to 2019 (Table 50). Data on 
physical activity among high school students in Ohio versus United States are summarized in Table 51.

The count of youth patients with depression diagnoses who were served by the OhioHealth Van Wert Hospital are 
summarized in Table 78. It is noteworthy that in the OhioHealth Van Wert Hospital Emergency Department, the 
number of youth and children up to age 17 declined from 21 in Fiscal Year 2022 to 0 in Fiscal Year 2023. 

The alignment of the OhioHealth Van Wert Hospital with Ohio’s State Health Improvement Plan related to youth 
depression are presented in Table 79. There is no county-specific data for Van Wert County for youth depression, 
hence, Ohio data versus United States are presented in Table 79.  In Ohio, approximately 15% of youth had at least 
one major depressive episode, Nearly 10% of the youth had severe major depressive episode, Approximately 63% of 
the youth with major depressive episode  did not receive mental health services, Total of 25% of children and youth 
who had severe major depressive episode received consistent treatment. Seven percent of the children and youth 
with private insurance did not cover mental or emotional problems. About 10 per 1,000 students were identified with 
emotional disturbance.  Data for the United States for each of these measures were similar to Ohio. See Table 79.
